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The article discusses the Petri 
net simulating the work of a robotic 
machine for processing workpieces 
Presents the results of the 
calculation of the model in the 
processing of three workpieces. The 
Petri net in question is then 
presented as a discrete-event 
simulation model, which was 
implemented using the Anyloqic 
tool. The comparative analysis of 
the calculation results allowed us to 
establish that the model on Anyljqic 
more accurately describes the 
production process, the modeling of 
which requires less cost compared 
to the Petri net.
